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I. About Us

1. Brief History

Banking Bureau, the supervisory authority of financial institutions in Taiwan, has been reorganized several times since the establishment of the Republic of China (ROC). A brief history of its organizational change was summarized as follows:

(1) Early Years of the MOF

	1912

(First Year of the ROC)
	The Ministry of Finance was organized by the Nanjing-based Provincial Government soon after the establishment of the ROC. Mr. Jin-Tao Chen, a renowned banker of the late Ching Dynasty, was nominated as the first Minister of Finance. A total of 6 departments were under his supervision: the Secretarial Department, Treasury Department, Tax Department, Accounting Department, Monetary Department and Government Bond Department. Among the departments, the Monetary Department, composed of currency and banking units, was the first financial supervisory authority in the ROC history.

	1912
	After YUAN Shih-Kai became the second term interim President of the ROC in Beijing, the Beiyang Government also established a Ministry of Finance and renamed Monetary Department to Currency Department. The name of the financial supervisory authority has been changed from time to time along with the political stance during that period.

	1913
	The Currency Department was reorganized into the Currency Control Bureau. A total of five units, including currency and banking units, had been set up under the jurisdiction of the Bureau.

	1914
	The Currency Department was resumed from the Currency Control Bureau.

	1914
	The monetary affairs had been segregated from the Currency Department to the Monetary Bureau. This newly established Bureau was subordinated directly to the Prime Minister.

	1923
	The Monetary Bureau was abolished and the Currency Department had been resumed again.

	Nov. 1927
	The Organic Act Governing the Financial Supervisory Bureau was promulgated. Under the Act, the Currency Department was transformed into Financial Supervisory Bureau responsible for the supervision of monetary and banking businesses.

	Aug. 1928
	The Financial Supervisory Bureau was abolished and the Currency Department was established.


Though the above-mentioned departments or bureaus changed their names from time to time, most of them were under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Finance.
(2) Organic Act Governing the MOF
	1949
	Though the Ministry of Finance had been downsized significantly both in terms of its structure and manpower to meet the needs at the time, the Currency Department was still in charge in accordance with the Organic Act Governing the Ministry of Finance.

	Feb. 2, 1981
	The Organic Act Governing the Ministry of Finance was amended significantly. Under Article 4 of the Act, the Department of Currency Administration was reorganized into the Department of Monetary Affairs.

	Jul. 1, 1991
	In tandem with Government’s policy of liberalization and internationalization of the banking and insurance sectors, the Ministry of Finance upgraded the Department of Monetary Affairs to the Bureau of Monetary Affairs (BOMA). The Amendment to the Organic Act Governing the Ministry of Finance and the new Organic Act Governing BOMA of the MOF laid the legal foundation for the newly established BOMA, the predecessor of the Banking Bureau. Mr. Mu-Tsai Chen was nominated as the Bureau’s first Director-General.


(3) Establishment of the FSC

	Jul. 1, 2004
	In response to the policy of consolidated supervision among the international communities, a new Financial Supervisory Commission (FSC), the sole regulatory authority of banking, insurance, securities and futures businesses, has been established based on the Organic Act Governing the FSC of 23 July 2003. In other words, the supervisory work of banking, insurance and securities has been shifted from MOF to FSC. The BOMA has also been transformed from the MOF and renamed to the Banking Bureau under the Interim Regulations Governing the Banking Bureau of the FSC. Mr. Gary K. L. Tseng was the first Director-General of the Banking Bureau.

	Jan. 9, 2008
	The Organic Act Governing the Financial Supervisory Commission was promulgated. The Banking Bureau has led by Director General Mr. Hsien-Nung Kuei since January 8, 2010.


2. Our Staff
(1) Authorized Complement:

The Banking is authorized to recruit a maximum of 240 staff in accordance with the Regulations Governing the Organizational Affairs of the Financial Supervisory Commission announced by the FSC on January 16, 2009.
(2) Budgeted Staff

Under the budget year of 2012, this Bureau may recruit a total of 236 employees, including 209 staff, 12 interim staff and 15 workers.

(3) Current Status

The number of staff totaled 206 at the end of February 2012 has reached total budgeted positions. Another 12 interim staff has been recruited in full by this Bureau by February, 2012.
(4) Manpower by Education

As human resource is considered one of the most valuable assets to the Bureau, it is worth mentioning that about 55% of staff obtained master or higher degrees, which evidenced high quality of Bureau’s manpower.
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3. Responsibilities and Divisions

The Banking Bureau, composed of 6 business divisions and 6 supporting offices, is responsible for developing financial policies, regulation and supervision of banking and bills markets.
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II. Overview of Financial Supervision
The Banking Bureau is mainly in charge of indirect finance businesses in accordance with the Banking Act, related rules and regulations. Financial institutions currently under Bureau’s supervision include 37 domestic banks, 16 financial holding companies, 28 foreign bank branches, 25 credit cooperatives, 8 bills finance companies and Chunghwa Post Company. The Bureau seeks to ensure sound operation of financial institutions, protection of depositors and promote a better environment for financial development.

2. Financial Institutions under Supervision
The financial institutions under Bureau’s supervision ranged from domestic banks, credit cooperatives, bills finance companies, credit card companies to foreign bank branches. These institutions played a significant role in the process of Taiwan’s economic development. As of December 2011, the total assets of 4,160 regulated financial institutions (credit card companies not included)reached NTD 44 trillion. The output value of financial services industry accounted for 6.56% of GDP. The industry set up 25,660 ATMs and issued 161,233,860 ATM cards (cards in circulation totaled 79,101,222). The number of employees reached 151,828. In addition, the output value of financial services increased from NTD 832 billion in 2002 to NTD 902billion in 2011.

(1) As of 2011, the NPL ratios of domestic banks, credit cooperatives and foreign banks stood at 0.43%, 0.41% and 0.13% respectively. The coverage ratios of these institutions were 251.83%, 378.64% and 959.64% respectively. In addition, domestic banks also enjoyed a BIS ratio of 11.71%(end of September 2011), higher than 8% of the international standard. It evidenced the sound asset quality and financial profile of these financial institutions.

(2)  Moreover, the financial institutions earned a pre-tax income totaled NTD241.2 billion in 2011. The ROAs of these financial institutions, namely domestic banks, credit cooperatives and foreign banks stood at 0.59%, 0.30% and 0.63% respectively. The earning capability of these financial institutions also reflected in their ROEs at 9.33%, 4.52% and 24.43% respectively.

(3) The first financial holding company (FHC) in Taiwan was established in 2001 after the enactment of the Financial Holding Company Act. As of the end of 2011, 98 subsidiaries were covered by 16 FHCs. Those subsidiaries consist of 16 banks, 18 securities companies, 10 insurance companies, and 54 other companies, such as bills finance companies, securities investment trust enterprises, insurance agents, venture-capital enterprises and assets management companies. The total assets and equity of FHCs stood at NTD 2,379.9 billion and NTD 2,101.6 billion respectively.

FHCs enjoyed a steady growth over the years. Its total consolidated assets reached over NTD 20 trillion since 2007 and over NTD 33 trillion in 2011. The total consolidated equity also showed steady growth except a slight decline in 2008 due to the financial crisis, but back to NTD 2,201.1billion in 2011. Simiarly, owing to financial crisis, FHCs’ overall profit shrank dramatically in 2008, but restored to NTD 167.0 billion in 2011. Average consolidated capital adequacy ratio at the end of June 30, 2011 was 127.10% and average double leveraged ratio at the end of 2011 was 107.08%. All the figures reflected financial soundness and capital adequacy of Taiwan’s FHCs. 
3. Statistics Analysis

(1) Deposits and Loans:

As of the end of 2010, the total deposit of domestic banks, credit cooperatives and foreign banks amounted to NTD 27,801.1 billion and the loans outstanding totaled NTD 20,974.2 billion.
(2) Other Financial Businesses:

b. Credit Card Business: 
As of the end of 2011, the number of effective cards totaled 32.855 million, and the amount of retail sales was approximately NTD 1,669.1 billion.
c. Bills Business:
At the end of 2011, the number of bills houses was 56 (8 bills finance companies and 48 financial institutions engage in bills finance business) and the annual amount of bills transaction volume amounted to NTD 34.6 trillion. The issuance and initial purchase of bills totaled NTD 14.2 trillion.
d. Trust business:
As of the end of 2010, the total trust asset of trust businesses amounted to NTD 6.4 trillion, and a total of 67,584 persons worked for the trust business.
e. Electronic Stored Value Card Business:

One specialized electronic stored value card institution has been set up since the promulgation of the Act Governing Electronic Stored Value Card Business in January 2009. There are 5banks concurrent conducting electronic stored value card business.

f. Financial Derivatives Business:
As of the end of 2011, the contract value totaled USD 738 billion for domestic banks and USD 880 billion for foreign banks in Taiwan.
III. Supervisory Focus
1. Maintaining Financial Stability
(1) Sound Legal Framework
To foster a favorable business environment for the financial sector and promote for sound financial market development, this Bureau has successfully amended relevant laws and regulations since 2009, such as the Financial Holding Company Act, Offshore Banking Act, Real Estate Securitization Act, Act Governing Credit Card Business, Regulations Governing Internal Operating Systems and Procedures for the Outsourcing of Financial Institution Operation and Eligible Assets Maintenance Requirements for a Local Subsidiary Bank of a Foreign Financial Institution. Moreover, the Act Governing Electronic Stored Value Card and sub-acts have also been promulgated in 2009.

(2) Strengthened Asset Quality of Financial Institutions

a. Domestic Banks:

Domestic banks are highly encouraged to write off bad assets and reduce NPL ratios to enhance their operating strength. As a result of such effort, the average NPL ratio of domestic banks reduced to 0.43% at the end of 2011 from a high of 4.9% at the end of June 2004. The coverage ratio was improved significantly to 251.83% from 24.43% for the same period.
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b. Credit Cooperatives

Both NPL ratio and coverage ratio of credit cooperatives improved significantly to 0.57% and 261.50% at the end of 2010 if compared to those of 5.97% and 29.98% at the end of June 2004.
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(3) Facilitated Banks’ Function of Financial Intermediary
At the end of Dec. 2011, the total outstanding loans extended by domestic and foreign banks (excluding OBU and offshore branches) reached NTD 19.7 trillion, higher than that of NTD 17.28 trillion at the end of June 2008. Similarly, the balance of lending (excluding OBU and offshore branches) to SMEs also increased to NTD 3.69 trillion from NTD 3.19 trillion of the same period. This Bureau will continue to promote the〝  Program to Encourage Lending by Domestic Banks to Small and Medium Enterprises〞 to enhance banks function of financial intermediary. Based on economic growth of 2012, the outstanding lending balance is expected to increase by NTD 220 billion.
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(4) Blanket Deposit Guarantee in Response to Global     Financial Crisis

To restore confidence of depositors and domestic financial market, the government announced the blanket deposit guarantee mechanism in October 2008. The FSC extended the deadline of blanket deposit guarantee to the end of 2010 in Oct. 2009. The decision in part reflected the fact that the global economic and financial crisis remained unsolved and to be in tandem with similar schemes adopted by the neighboring jurisdictions.

Based on the factors, including a gradual economic recovery is now taking place in Taiwan and around the world；the quality of bank assets and bank’s liquid reserve is much better now, FSC had formally announced to terminate full deposit guarantee in Taiwan by the end of 2010. Several measures have been undertaken to foster the smooth exit of the blanket deposit insurance. 

(5) Facilitating the Exit of Troubled Financial Institutions from the Market

a. Exit of 7 troubled financial institutions from the Market
Since December 2006, Financial Restructuring Fund (FRF) has successfully facilitated the exit of 7 troubled financial institutions from the market. These institutions included Taitung Business Bank, Hualien Business Bank, Chinese Bank, China United Trust and Investment Corp, Bowa International Commercial Bank, Asia Trust and Investment Corp. and Chinfon Bank. Among these institutions, the Chinfon Bank was the first case that was successfully auctioned through 4 deals. As a consequence, depositors’ interests have been safeguard and financial market discipline has been restored.

b. The Kaohsiung Second Credit Co-operative Merged with the Tachong Bank:

As the Kaohsiung Second Credit Co-operative (KSCC) suffered a loss over one-third of its membership share value and inadequate capital, the FSC required the KSCC undertake remedial measures within prescribed time period. In addition, the FSC appointed the Central Deposit Insurance Corporation to have on-site oversight of KSCC’s operation. As a consequence, KSCC improved its financial structure on one side and at the same time, sought for M&A opportunities with other financial institutions. On 1 Sept.2009, the KSCC has successfully merged with the Tachong Bank.
(6) Enhanced Corporate Governance of FHCs and Banks
a. Two corporate governance guidelines regarding FHCs and banks were amended in 2009. Under these Guidelines, namely the “Corporate Governance Best-Practice Guidelines for Banks” and “Corporate Governance Best-Practice Guidelines for Financial Holding Companies”, banks and FHCs shall set up compensation committees, and assign independent directors as the conveners of the committees. In addition, these two Guidelines also stipulate the principles of remuneration policy for the directors, supervisors, managers and salespersons.

b. Banks and FHCs are required to disclose members, responsibilities and operating status of the compensation committees, the compensation policy and relevant analysis of members of board of directors and senior management team, and rewards for individual directors and supervisors.

   (7) Financial assistance measures to support Government’s   Economy Program
The Bankers Association issued the “Temporary Supplemental Principles for Banking Industry to deal with the Stock-secured Loans in incorporated with Government Economy Program” and the “Bankers Association Self-regulatory Rules for Debt Workouts and Workout Enforcement of enterprises for the cases transferred by Ministry of Economic” to help enterprises cope with the significant changes in the economic and financial situation. In order to alleviate the mortgage burden faced by involuntarily unemployed persons, the FSC is implementing the “Guidelines for Rescheduling the Repayment of Principal by Involuntarily Unemployed Occupants of Owner-occupied Homes”.
(8) Enhancement of Banks’ Risk Management ----Co-found the “Basel II Research Task Force”
Taiwan has followed the Bank for International Settlements （BIS）schedule and has implemented the first pillar of Basel II since 2007, the second and the third pillars since 2008.






To cope with financial crisis, the Basel committee has issued many suggestions and guidelines related to capital adequacy. In November 2009, the FSC and the Bankers Association have engaged major banks and institutions in Taiwan to co-found a Basel II research task force to review and amend regulations governing capital adequacy.

2. Enhancing Protection and Education of Consumers/Investors
(1) Promoting Financial Education
To assist consumers to build up correct concept and proper management of personal finance, the FSC has joined with the Bankers Association, the National Federation of Credit Co-operatives, Financial Planning Association of Taiwan and Taiwan Academy of Banking and Finance, to promoting the “School and Community Financial Literacy Campaign”.

The Campaign, launched since February 2006, covered 1,836 campaigns at the end of Feb. 2011. A total of 457,836 participants attended the events. Participants benefited from the campaigns contained schools of all levels, communities, the military and aboriginal communities etc. The Campaign has achieved great success and gained lots of support from the public all over Taiwan.


(2) Strengthened Supervision of Banks Engaged in Investment Product Business

a. To ensure sound development of the trust business, the Regulations Governing the Scope of Business, Restrictions on Transfer of Beneficiary Rights, Risk Disclosure, Marketing, and Conclusion of Contract by Trust Enterprises was amended on 17 February 2011 to strengthen the rules on how the trust enterprises conduct trust investment for customers with the care of a good administrator and in good faith. In order to avoid adding to the overall risks faced by trust enterprises, the FSC amended Articles 16-1, 17, and 22 of the Regulations Governing Required Qualifications for Responsible Persons and Required Trust Expertise or Experience for Operating and Managerial Personnel of Trust Enterprises on 20 January 2011(come into effect on 20 July 2011). Under the amended provisions, where an employee has engaged in improper activities in the handling of investment services or has otherwise acted in a manner that materially affects the interests of the customer, thereby causing the customer to incur a material loss, and the enterprise has either suspended the employee in question or revoked his or her registration, the offending employee is not allowed while the sanction remains in effect to provide trust-type investment services to customers.
b. The FSC amended the Regulations Governing Banks Engaging in Financial Derivatives on 31 December 2009. Major amendment include classified customer mechanism, strengthened customer suitability, advertisement, product profile and risk disclosure to better protect customers.
c. To strengthen the development of credit derivatives business, FSC adopted the Regulations on Credit Default Swap and Credit Default Option conducted by OBU on 28 January 2011. Major contents include specifying the counterparty, restricting interested party transaction and enhancing risk management of banks, etc.

(3) Standardized Principles of bank fees charged for the consumer credit loans：Banks charge fees for consumer credit loans shall not charge on a monthly basis, and shall comply with the following principles：
a. Banks shall comply with the「Regulations Governing Disclosure of Total Finance Charges In Consumer Credit Transaction Advertisements and Calculation of Annual Percentage Rate by Banks and Insurance Enterprises」and shall not use 0% as marketing tools.

b. Banks shall charge related fees only for one time and shall not charge different fees because of different borrowers or loan amounts.
c. Banks shall disclose the annual percentage rate of all charges payable in the loan contract.
(4)Supervision for full disclosure of financial services charges

a. In order to strengthen customer rights and interests, maintain fair competition of financial market, the fees of financial services should be fair, reasonable, public, and transparent. The FSC had asked financial institutions act as follows on 13 January 2011：

(a) If there are financial service fees charged by financial institutions, and items, accounting and amount of fees should not only be printed significantly on the contract but also be disclosed in their business places and internets. If fees charged would be adjusted, it should be advised or announced before 60 days ago.

(b)Banks should consider reasonable business cost, when the standards of fees charged are established,. Banks can not charge doubly by different names. The basic elements provided essentially when customers use financial services, such as bankbook, deposit receipt, ATM card, credit card, password list and statement of account and so on, should not be charged. If it is charged for specific reason, it is necessary to have the charged rules, too. If it could be charged, it should be because that the preservation of the basic elements not working well, such as the basic elements were got lost, stolen, damaged, and extinguished. If the customer ask for the basic elements for his own private purpose, it could be charged, too.

b. Bankers Association should disclosure all classified fees charged by each service on its customer protection zone of internet for conveniently for customer to compare with fees among banks. Besides, Bankers Association should update the information of charges regularly.

(4) Better Protection for Users of Payment Facilities

a. Electronic Stored Value Card Users

The promulgation of the “Act Governing Issuance of Electronic Stored Value Cards” and sub-acts laid the legal foundation for the establishment of specialized stored value card issuing institutions. The Act is intended to facilitate the public to use electronic stored value card for multiple-purposes in replacement of cash to certain extent and protect the interests of the general public.
b. Credit Card Holders

(a) To restore the intrinsic nature of credit cards as a plain payment facility to avoid over credit expanding by cardholders, the FSC amended the “Regulations Governing Institutions Engaging In Credit Card Business” on 2 February 2010. Major amendments include enhancing the disclosure of important information to the cardholders, strengthening credit review and marketing practices, etc.
· Regulations regarding the mechanism of repayment of debt or adjustment of interest rates to cardholders who are long-term users of revolving credit and the percentage of cash advances.

· The standard of credit card default penalties.


(5) Keep Reviewing of Standard Contract Template

The Draf of mandatory and prohibitory provisions of unsecured consumer loans standard contract and the Draft of mandatory and prohibitory provisions of standard contract for Personal Online Banking Services contract have been sent to Consumer Protection Commission of Executive Yuan for review.


(6) Structured Notes Dispute Issue

The Lehman Brothers’ file for bankruptcy in September 2008 triggered disputes of structured notes between local financial institutions and investors. The FSC, after in reference to measures of other neighboring countries such as Singapore, adopted the so-called dual-track system to safeguard the interests of investors. In other words, banks are encouraged to either resolve the disputes through negotiation with investors or adopt the dispute resolution mechanism set up by the Bankers Association.





Under Bureau’s effort of incessant monitoring, by the end of January 5, 2010, the Review Committee of the Bankers Association has completed reviewing of all dispute cases it received. A total of 22,784 cases (95.72%) have been settled successfully with investors at the end of February 10, 2012. As for those dispute cases did not process through the Bankers Association, settlement has also been reached to 41,135 cases (88.80%). In summary, there are 63,919 cases have reached out-of-court settlements.
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 (7)  Abolishment of the Domestic Use of Magnetic Stripe ATM Cards
Concerning the fact that magnetic stripe ATM cards feature insufficient security mechanism than IC ATM cards, the FSC set a letter to request banks and credit cooperatives to abolish the use of magnetic stripe cards in the domestic transactions by June 30, 2011 in order to improve the transaction security of the ATM cards.
 (8) Daily Limit On The ATM Cardless Transfer In Order To Prevent Fraud
One of the tricks used by fraud rings is to deceive victims to transfer funds into designated accounts by using cardless transaction via ATM machines. In order to prevent this type of fraud, as of March 1, 2011, the amount of ATM cardless transfer to a non-preregistered account is limited up to NT$30,000 per day, while credit card payments, loan payments, and funds transfered into a preregistered company account will be exceptions.
 (9) Adoption of the Voice-Activated ATM Machines For The Visually Impaired
To improve the ATM accessibility for the visually impaired, Chunghwa Post Co., the Bank of Taiwan, the Land Bank of Taiwan, Cathay United Bank, Chinatrust Bank, Taipei Fubon Bank, Union Bank of Taiwan, First Bank and Chang Hwa Bank set up 11 voice-activated ATM machines for the visually impaired till the end of 2011.
3. Financial Interactions Across the Strait
Recognizing that maintaining domestic financial stability as government’s first priority, and financial activities as part of economic and trade policy across the Strait, the financial interactions between Taiwan and Mainland China have been progressed in a pragmatic and orderly manner. Accordingly, the Banking Bureau allowed domestic banks to engage in direct remittance business across the Strait in August 2002, further adopted the negative list on remittance in June 2009 and allowed domestic banks to set up a commercial presence in mainland China in March 2010.
(1) Remittance and Related Business across the Strait

a. In 2011, the total amount of cross-Strait remittance and foreign exchange services conducted by domestic banks (including designated FX banks and OBUs) reached USD 552.249 billion.

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b. To meet the increasing needs of the private sector, this Bureau allowed RMB inflow to and outflow from the Taiwan area within the limit of RMB 6,000. The ceiling was raised to RMB 20,000 later in September 2005. Furthermore, to coordinate with the policy to allow Mainland tourists to visit Taiwan, this Bureau allowed RMB exchange business in June 2008, and the use of Union Pay in July 2009. In 2011, the transaction amount of Union Pay in Taiwan has exceeded NTD 33.2 billion.
To assist domestic banks to expand their overseas businesses, this Bureau has allowed Hong Kong branches of domestic banks to engage in RMB businesses, such as deposit, remittance, foreign exchange, financing and interbank transaction, etc.
(2) Facilitating the Financing Needs of Taiwanese Enterprises in Mainland China

a. OBUs and overseas branches of domestic banks have played an important role to offer financing facilities to Taiwanese enterprises in Mainland China before Taiwanese financial services firms are allowed to set up a commercial presence in mainland China. Therefore, in August 2002 the FSC allowed OBUs and overseas branches to extend loans to and conduct factoring business with Taiwanese enterprises in Mainland. Later in March 2008, foreign enterprises operating in Mainland China are also able to obtain loans from OBUs and overseas branches. The outstanding amount of loans extended to Taiwanese enterprises in Mainland by OBUs and overseas branches of domestic banks exceeded USD 17.933 billion by the end of 2011.
b. In order to broaden the scope of business for offshore banking units (OBUs) and overseas branches of Taiwan's domestic banks, the FSC officially promulgated the Regulations governing the conduct of RMB business for the OBUs and overseas branches of Taiwan's domestic banks in conjunction with Central Bank on 21 July 2011.
 Opening Financial Market across the Strait

a. As the three MOUs of financial supervision in the fields of banking, securities and insurance took effect on January 16, 2010, the FSC has amended the “Regulations Governing the Banking Activity and the Establishment and the Investment by Financial Institutions Between the Taiwan Area and the Mainland Area” on March 16 accordingly. The Amendment allowed banks across the Strait to establish branches or subsidiaries and make equity investment respectively. Other major amendments include: pre and post-review, and daily risk management, etc. With regard to the opening of banking activities across the Strait, the FSC will act in orderly and progressive manner and ensure the stability of the domestic financial system.
b. Under the Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement（ECFA）, Early Harvest negotiations on financial services with mainland China have finished and obtained more favorable treatment for domestic banks than that provided to foreign banks.
c. The FSC promulgated the amendment to the Regulations Governing the Banking Activity and the Establishment and the Investment by Financial Institution Between the Taiwan Area and the Mainland Area on September 7, 2011. The amendments of the regulation include the following: (1) to adjust types of entering Mainland market for Taiwan's domestic banks; (2) to strengthen risk management mechanism of the banks; and (3) to broaden the scope of banking activities cross the strait moderately. These changes are designed to enhance the competitiveness of Taiwan's banks.
d. By the end of January 2012, Taiwanese banks have set up 6 branches and 8 representative offices in mainland China, and mainland China’s banks have set up 4 representative offices in Taiwan.

(1) Mainland Bank Branches

· Prior approval shall be obtained from the competent authority for each business item a Mainland bank branch intends to undertake as prescribed in the Banking Act.

· Each time deposit accepted by a Mainland bank branch from a natural person shall not less than NTD 3 million.

· Once a Mainland bank branch encounters a loss exceeds one third of its operating capital, the said branch shall report to the competent authority and take improvement actions accordingly.

· A Mainland bank branch shall submit to competent authority its periodical financial/business reports and significant issue of head offices any time it may incur.
(2) Mainland Bank Equity Investment in Taiwan

· When a Mainland bank invests in domestic banks and FHCs, the total investment amount for each bank or FHC shall not exceed 5% of the said bank’s or FHC’s issued shares with holding rights. The investment made by Mainland banks and Mainland investors (including QDII) in total to each domestic bank or FHC shall not exceed 10%.
· Prior approval is required if a Mainland bank intends to appoint a director or transfer of equity investment. The bank being invested by a Mainland bank shall also report to the competent authority regarding the Mainland bank’s basic information and status of major equity structure.

The Cross-Strait Banking Supervisory Cooperation Platform
a. The FSC and the China Banking Regulatory Commission (CBRC) jointly held the first meeting of the Cross-Strait Banking Supervisory Cooperation Platform on April 25th, 2011, in Taipei. The main propose of the meeting is to confirm the specific contents and operating mechanisms of the supervisory cooperation platform.
b. The FSC and the CBRC jointly held the second conference on the Cross-Strait Banking Supervisory Cooperation Platform on November 23rd, 2011, in Beijing. The two sides engaged in substantive discussions on issues related to: (1) a proposal currently under consideration to allow banking institutions to establish commercial presences on the other side of the strait; and (2) implementation of commitments made pursuant to the ECFA early harvest provisions.
4. Sound Supervision of Financial Business

(1) Amendment of Corporate Governance Best-Practice Guidelines for Banks, Financial Holding Companies, and Bills Finance Companies

To enhance corporate governance and compensation policies of financial institutions, the best-practice guidelines for banks, financial holding companies and bills finance companies have been amended. In addition to the criteria for assessing managers’ and salespersons’ performance and remuneration, the amendments also reinforce the guidelines on compensation structures and schemes for directors and supervisors, including the risk-based remuneration policy and the evaluation of long-term integrated profitability. Moreover, the responsibilities of risk management for board of directors are also stipulated in these amended guidelines.
(2) Promoting the Development of the Real Estate Securitization Market

The Amendment to Real Estate Securitization Act was promulgated on 21 January 2009. The Amendment allows real estate or related rights under development such as urban renewal, infrastructure or public amenities construction to be securitized, which not only offer a channel of financing, but provide opportunities for private participation in infrastructure projects as well. In addition, the Amendment allows REIT funds to expand their size by follow-on offerings or private placements. Furthermore, new provisions have been added to strengthen safeguards for investor interests. 




(3) Strengthen Supervision of Foreign Banks in Taiwan
Foreign banks in Taiwan used to operate businesses through setting up local branches and thus had relatively less significance on the local financial market both in terms of asset scale and business scope. However, as more and more foreign banks, such as Citibank, Standard Chartered Bank, HSBC and DBS, deepened their roots to participate in Taiwan’s financial market, these foreign banks are getting momentum in the local market, not only by expanding market share through merger and acquisition of domestic financial institutions, but by diversified financial services to consumer banking as well. In response to such changes, this Bureau will enhance supervision of subsidiaries and branches of foreign banks to ensure better development of the market.
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(4) Refining Regulatory Environment of Consolidation and Mergers to Enhance Efficiency of FHCs
a. To build a fair and transparent regulatory environment for consolidation and mergers, this Bureau is launching the amendments to regulations on investing, fund-raising, and M&A activities of financial institutions. This Bureau also welcomes eligible foreign institutions to participate in Taiwan’s market to strengthen the competitiveness of local financial institutions through infusion of new financial know-how, new management and capital.

b. To enhance efficiency of FHCs through “3C” (Capital Efficiency, Cost Saving and Cross-Selling), this Bureau amended the “Regulations Governing Cross-Selling among Financial Holding Company’s Subsidiaries” and was undertaking an amendment to the “Regulations Governing the Investment Activities of Financial Holding Companies” as well as “Guidelines for Financial Holding Company to Raise Funds by Reducing Subsidiary's Capital”.

(5) Strengthen Financial Regulations to Combat Financial Fraud
a. Anti-Money Laundering Issue

It has long been recognized that financial preventive measures played an important role in combating money-laundering activities in addition to sound legal framework and enforcement. More than half of the FATF 40 Recommendations and 9 Special Recommendations are related to financial preventive measures. The AML/CFT mechanism of the financial sector has become one of key indicators of the soundness of a financial system. Furthermore, G20 has regarded strengthening AML/CFT as one of important strategies to address issues arising from financial crisis and financial stability.
b. Banking Bureau’s Effort

As oversight compliance of AML/CFT of the financial sector is one of Bureau’s main tasks, it took major part in the last two APG mutual evaluations held in 2001 and 2007 respectively. This Bureau will continue to participate in the fourth round APG mutual evaluations expected to roll out in 2013.
c. Prevention of Financial Crime
(a) “The Regulations Governing Bank Handling of Accounts with Suspicious or Unusual Transactions”  has amended in December 9 2010, and its main amendment are as follow: permission for the watch-listed account holder to open a derivative watch-listed account for salary transfer during the watch-list period, and the shortening of the watch-listed period from 5 years to 3 years.
(b) Adopt the anti-fraud measures including Know Your Customers (KYC), anti-fake name of deposit accounts, other anti-fraud measures.

(c) Cooperate with the National Police Agency and Investigation Bureau to adopt anti-fraud measures.
(6) Strengthen the Bank’s risk management of the Real Estate mortgage loan

a. The Plan to Enhance the Soundness of the Housing Market was approved as official record by the Executive Yuan on April 22, 2010. Public sectors take tasks respectively. Ministry of the Interior is responsible for the integral policy. Central Bank of the Republic of China is responsible for the credit control. FSC is responsible for strengthening the bank’s risk management of the mortgage loan.
b. In order to strengthen the bank’s risk management of the residential mortgage loan, FSC has announced a new policy that the new residential mortgage loan can apply current risk weight (45% or LTV method) only if the house which is the mortgage of the loan is for personal use, otherwise it will be risk weighted at 100%.
c. In order to control concentration risk, FSC has closely been monitoring the banks with excessive exposrure to real estate mortgage loans and required the relevant banks to diversify credit asset and reserve sufficient capital to absorb loss.
（7）Enhancing communication channel with financial institutions：

a. To establish a long-term communication channel between the FSC and domestic banks, and to discuss about banking business and lending market situation, the FSC has held periodically meeting with chairmenof domestic banks.

b. To establish the platform for two-way communication, FSC hold regular meetings with foreign banks. These meetings are not only help foreign banks fully understand the local policies but also enhance the FSC developing sound financial system.

c. Financial institutions are invited irregularly to the Bureau to exchange views on the development and the compliance of regulations.

(8) Establishing the domestic foreign currency denominated bills market：
To increase fund-raising channels for domestic enterprises easily accessing to the short-term foreign capital, and expand size of bills market, the FSC has approved the establishment of a foreign currency denominated bills market and has amended the relevant regulations and directions as well. The market was successfully established on 6 December 2010.
(9) Enhancing supervisory regulations regarding to information systems of domestic banks

Domestic banks are organized and registered under our domestic law, and are required to have the ability to provide customers immediate, complete, and accurate information. In light of this fact, the FSC amended the “Regulations Governing Internal Operating Systems and Procedures for the Outsourcing of Financial Institution Operation", disallowing domestic banks to outsource their information operation overseas and requiring them to establish independent information systems within our territory. Doing this can strengthen a bank’s capability to manage its operational and financial risks, and it also enables a bank’s board of directors and senior managers to directly manage and supervise the daily operations of their information systems. This helps them implement corporate governance.
VI. Future Plan

1. Maintaing Financial Stability

(1) Review of Financial Laws and Regulations
a. The draft Amendment to the Financial Institutions
 Merger Act has been sent to the Executive Yuan for  submitting to the Legislative Yuan and related sub-acts and rules will be drafted and amended accordingly once the draft amendment is passed.
b.To modify Regulations Governing the Establishment Criteria and Administration of The Industrial Bank to catch up with changes of financial markets and to broaden the scope of operation taken by Industrial Banks.
c.This Bureau is dragting the Amendment to the “Regulations Governing Authorization and Administration of Service Enterprises Engaged in Interbank Credit Information Processing and Exchange”.

 (2) Enhancing Capital Adequacy of Banks 

To strengthen the stability of Banking system, and promote the growing of world economy, the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision (BCBS) introduced the New Basel Accord (Basel III), which amends the minimum requirement of capital under Basel II and introduces the measures of liquidity risk. The Bureau is planning to amend regulations about capital requirement in line with the international standard and assist banks to prepare and comply with the Basel III Accord.


 (3) Enhancing Liquidity Risk Management of Banks

The recent financial crisis highlighted the importance of strong liquidity base to banks. Therefore, enhancing supervision of liquidity risk management to ensure that banks have sufficient funding liquidity has become a key financial reform for the supervisors. 
2. Enhancing Protection and Education of Consumers/Investors

(1) To reduce the financial burden of cardholders, the FSC will continue to urge card issuing institutions to implement the policy of tiered interest rates and the mechanism of repayment of debt or adjustment of interest rates to cardholders who are long-term users of revolving credit.

(2) To continue to promote financial education, enhance protection for consumer/investor rights and interests.
(3) This Bureau will continue to urge financial institutions to implement financial assistance measures of Typhoon Morakot and promptly provide financial assistance to the victims of Typhoon Morakot to reduce their financial burden.

3. Financial Interactions across the Strait
(1) To continue the systematic mechanism of the periodic meetings of “the Cross-Strait Banking Supervisory Cooperation Platform”, which are intended to enhance the supervisory information exchanges and communications across the strait in order to promote the healthy management of the cross-strait banking industry, and to maintain the stability of financial market.
(2)In accordance with timetable of service trade negotiation under ECFA. The bureau will expedite the further negotiation on financial service sector to gain favorable treatment of market access and business expansion for Taiwanese banks.

(3)This bureau will continue to exercise prudential supervision of the operational risks and financial soundness of financial institutions with respect to their investments and cross-strait business activities.
4. Sound Supervision of Financial Business

Measures undertaken by the Bureau include: 

(1) Enhanced Prudential Use of JCIC Information:

In response to the future direction of Mainland banks access to Taiwan, it is essential to ensure prudential use of JCIC information by its members. This Bureau has requested JCIC implement information security measures, including but not limited to clear guidelines of using JCIC information for new members, enhanced pre- and post credit inquiring control mechanism, internal control and audit on related IT systems.

(2) Strengthened Self-Discipline for Members of the Trust Association:

The Trust Association is encouraged to strengthen self-discipline mechanism of members to better protect trustors and beneficiaries. They are also required to review the feasibility of banks to engage in money trust business, especially banks’ roles as trustees to invest in foreign securities for their clients.

(3) Prudential Supervision of Foreign Bank Subsidiaries in Taiwan:

To ensure foreign bank subsidiaries in Taiwan meet domestic financial policies and requirements, this Bureau would refer to international standards to amend related regulations, especially in the areas of corporate governance of the subsidiary, financial support from its head office, related-party transactions within the group and financial supervisory cooperation with the bank’s home regulatory authorities.

(4) Encouraging Foreign Investors’ Participation in Taiwan’s Financial Market

This Bureau will encourage eligible foreign investors to participate in domestic financial market and review relevant supervisory framework so as to fostering a sound and diversified financial market.

(5) Closer Supervisory Cooperation with Foreign Regulatory Authorities

The FSC has signed bilateral financial cooperation agreements such as MOUs or exchanges of letters with the financial authorities of Hong Kong, France, U.K., U.S., Canada, Ireland, China, Philippines, Dubai, Salvador, Australia, Belgium, Vietnam and more are on the way. This Bureau would keep close contact with foreign regulatory authorities to better oversight domestic banks and foreign banks on a consolidated basis.

(6) Participation in the International Arena

This Bureau would continuously take part in conferences and activities held by international organizations, including WTO, APEC, APG and EBRD, etc. to share information and experience on financial supervision with these parties.
